Value - Added 

Ofsted measures the ‘value-added’ by schools (the difference a school can make to a 
child’s progress between the age of 7 and 11). 
 

This is measured in percentile ranking. This means if there were 100 schools, how many 
would do as well as our school and how many would do better or worse.
