Share stories, books and rhymes. Read to them every day.

Count everything and share things ouft.

Talk to them all the time. Name familiar ‘rhinﬂ(s and discuss what they
see around them and what things are for. Talk about what you see
when you are out and abouft.

Always talk about nursery as a positive and fun experience.
