COVID-19 Reminder

Please read this information carefully so we can help prevent a huge increase in demand for
tests from people without coronavirus symptoms.

It is imperative that if any parent/carer or child develops one or more of the main coronavirus
symptomes:

e a high temperature

e anew, continuous cough

e theloss or change of their sense of taste or smell
or you are recommended to get tested by a healthcare provider (e.g. GP or nurse) you must
get tested for coronavirus.

If a parent/carer or child develops one or more of the main coronavirus symptoms described
above, only they should be tested. There is no need for their households to have a test,
unless they are also symptomatic.

All members of your household must stay at home until your test result has come back.
Siblings will not be allowed into school IF any member of the household is showing COVID-19
symptoms and awaiting results of a test.

As we return back to school, children may feel unwell for example with a sore throat,
stomach upset or a headache. You do not need to book a test but may need to stay off and
seek medical advice through their GP or pharmacist as usual.

Please ensure you notify the school if your child will be
absent by phoning in to the school office before 9am.
